The NOHFC’s Northern Energy Program has four distinct elements.

Renewable Energy Planning

Assistance of up to 50 per cent of eligible project costs to a maximum of åå

$100,000 may be provided to help fund technical studies required to secure 
financing for energy renewal projects.

Renewable Energy Capital Cost-Differential Assistance

Assistance of up to 50 per cent of eligible project costs to a maximum of åå

$1 million may be provided to fund:

The capital cost differential associated with undertaking a project in åå

Northern Ontario versus other parts of Ontario.
Projects that will generate energy for sale to the electrical grid.åå

Bio-fuel production facilities.åå

New Internal Energy Generation Projects

Assistance of up to 50 per cent of eligible project costs to a maximum of åå

$250,000 may be provided for projects that generate energy internally and 
reduce your demand on external energy sources. Includes net metering 
projects.

Energy Conservation Pilot Projects

Assistance of up to 50 per cent of eligible project costs to a maximum åå

of $500,000 may be provided for projects which allow eligible non-profit 
organizations and businesses in the energy sector to: promote conservation 
efforts; identify energy cost savings; provide technical advice and assistance for 
capital projects that could improve energy conservation.

Application forms are available at www.nohfc.com or may be obtained from ServiceOntario and Ministry of Northern Development and Mines offices.
Applications will be reviewed on a first come first serve basis.
Program funding is limited. There is no guarantee that all applications meeting program criteria will be approved by the NOHFC.

Applicants will have to identify all other funding sources to implement the project.åå

Costs incurred prior to the approved project start date will normally not be eligible for NOHFC funding.åå

For Renewable Energy Capital Cost-Differential Assistance projects, NOHFC assistance is intended to åå

fund the capital cost-differential associated with a project (for example, what would it cost to build the 
project in Northern Ontario versus other parts of Ontario). In most cases, these costs will relate to access, 
transportation and construction costs, which will be higher due to remoteness and geology of the site.

Funding is limited. The NOHFC support will be based on its determination of whether assistance is required åå

to make the project viable.

The NOHFC may consider making investments in projects that are eligible for assistance under other federal åå

and/or provincial programs. However, such contributions will generally only be considered where total 
government support does not exceed 75 per cent of total project costs.

What is Not Eligible

Certain costs will generally not be considered eligible for funding. These costs include but are not limited to:

Operating costs for capital projectsåå

Maintenance costsåå

Rolling stock (e.g.: motor vehicles, boats, planes, etc.)åå

Infrastructure costs for water, sewer, roads, parking lots and landscapingåå

Costs for the construction of new “energy efficient” buildingsåå

Capital projects intended to conserve energy by the use of more efficient equipment, improvements to the åå

building envelope (e.g. exterior walls, foundations, roof, windows, etc.), and retrofit projects for conservation

Cultural impact, archeological and community studies will not be consideredåå

Requests for assistance from individual homeowners will not be considered.åå
